Dia da Consciéncia Negra: desigualdade, resisténcia e muita
luta

Hoje, 20 de novembro, é Dia da Consciéncia Negra. A data é uti-
lizada para reforcarmos toda a luta da populacdo negra para ga-
rantir seu espacgo na sociedade, que tem sido conquistado em meio
a tantas desigualdades. O dia faz menc¢do a morte de Zumbi dos
Palmares, que morreu em luta pela liberdade do povo negro. Nesse
cendrio, uma noticia positiva: por unanimidade, o Senado Federal
aprovou na Ultima quinta-feira (18) Projeto de Lei que tipifica a
injaria racial como racismo. A proposta, que segue para analise da
Cémara dos Deputados, alinha a legislacdo ao entendimento do
Supremo Tribunal Federal (STF) que, em julgamento, ja decidiu
dessa forma.

Em Sergipe, dados da Coordenadoria de Estatistica e Analise Cri-
minal da Secretaria da Seguranca PUblica apontam que entre 0s
meses de janeiro a outubro deste ano foram registrados 161 casos
de injdria racial e 33 situacdes relacionadas ao racismo. Os nime-
ros revelam que as dendncias estdo ocorrendo, mas também sabe-
mos que nem todo negro que sofre racismo ou injuria racial pro-
cura seus direitos. Ndo podemos normalizar a discriminag&o, nem
levar na brincadeira e nem minimizar o sofrimento de quem sente
o0 preconceito diario simplesmente pelo tom da pele. A excluséo
racial entristece, revolta e traumatiza, mas também pode encorajar
e motivar para novas lutas e futuras conquistas.

O Brasil tem a maior populac&o negra fora da Africa e a superagio
da desigualdade tornou-se uma exigéncia moral. A consciéncia
antirracista vem se consolidando, de maneira lenta, mas estamos
no caminho. Foram quase quatro séculos cacando, vendendo e
comprando seres humanos, por isso é tdo relevante praticar uma
frase ha tempos anunciada pelo movimento negro: “Nossos passos
vém de longe”. Entender a nossa ancestralidade como ponto de
partida para 0s avangos que hoje presenciamos é necessario para
dar seguimento a luta. E inaceitavel a naturalizagio da violéncia
social, marcada pela estigmatizacdo da pessoa negra e pela impo-
sicdo de caracteristicas negativas e de subalternidade. Se todas as
vidas importassem, n6s ndo precisariamos proclamar enfatica-
mente que a vida dos negros importa.

Quando eu era crianga, queria muito ver na televisdo super-herois
negros e hoje compreendo a importancia da representatividade, da
ocupacéo de espacos, da necessidade que temos em nos reconhe-
cer nos lugares aonde chegamos. Precisamos quebrar paradigmas
e questionar o sistema todos os dias, pois enquanto houver racismo
ndo havera democracia. E necessério reconhecer que o racismo
existe na sociedade atual e que néo se manifesta somente por meio
de atos isolados e da discriminacéo direta.

Temos que dar protagonismo aos intelectuais negros que estudam
o tema, além de fomentar o ingresso e a permanéncia de pessoas
negras nas instituicdes e no cenario politico, aumentando sua re-
presentatividade e diversidade. Nés negros ndo recuaremos nas
conquistas que foram alcangadas ao longo da histdria, por isso es-
tamos sempre preparados para resistir e lutar contra todo tipo de
discriminacdo. Precisamos romper as barreiras da desigualdade e
do silenciamento negro. A jornada é longa e &rdua, mas tera valido
a pena.
